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Context 
The Salvation Army (TSA) wants all children and young people to be and feel safe, respected and valued. TSA is fully committed to protecting children from all forms of abuse, neglect, harm and risk of harm. Activity briefings are a way to ensure children/young people and personnel are aware of what we do to keep children/young people safe and how to report any concerns. 
Activity leaders are encouraged to develop and implement Activity Briefings for all child/youth activities, programs and events (whether regular or one-off) as part of TSA’s  commitment to keeping children safe.
Activity Briefings ensure:
· children and young people know about their rights, what to expect from us in our activities and who to talk to if they are concerned; and,
· personnel understand their role, expectations regarding their behaviour and the behaviour of others, and what to do if there is a concern or something goes wrong.
An Activity Briefing is not to be confused with TSA’s induction process for newly recruited personnel that occurs at engagement. 
Activity Briefings should be periodically reviewed.

Prior to running a child/youth activity
1. All personnel must be formally engaged with TSA as either an Officer, employee or volunteer. 
2. Personnel must have current integrity checks and mandatory safeguarding training and Code of Conduct training in place as per the requirements of their position. 
3. The activity must be approved within the Mission Activity and Program (MAaP) Register, and a risk assessment completed.
