[image: Image result for indigenous map of australia]For over 60,000 years, our First Nations’ Peoples have occupied this continent as many different nations with diverse cultural relationships linking them to their own particular lands, waterways and seas.
 Over 200 distinct languages, and countless dialects of them, were in use long before European colonisation began. While people in some areas continue to speak their own languages, many others are seeking to record and revive their own which were lost through the process of colonisation. Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples retain their connection to their nation dependant on and regardless of where they live today.
