General notes on differentiation / learning styles: facilitating techniques involve auditory, visual and kinaesthetic methods.

Anticipated problems and solutions:
e Some participants may have difficulty understanding new vocabularies/phrases such as “out and about”, “surroundings”, “discreet”, and
“suspicious”.
o Use many visual aids, descriptions, gestures and synonyms to explain through context.
e Some participants may have difficulty pronouncing new words
o Model and drill the pronunciation many times
