General notes on differentiation / learning styles: facilitating techniques involve auditory, visual and kinaesthetic methods.

Anticipated problems and solutions:
e Some participants may have difficulty pronouncing “inspection”, “tenancy”, “advocacy”, “administrative tribunal”
o Model and drill the pronunciation many times.




e Some participants may have difficulty understanding “health and safety”, “tenancy/lease agreement”, “bond”, “condition report”

o Facilitators to spend a bit more time explaining these concepts.
o Provide participants with an example of tenancy/lease agreement and condition report.
