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Day Care (Child Care) : Age 0-6

e Some centres provide care and education out of school hours
Preschool (Kindergarten) : Age 3-5

e Children usually attend up to 4 sessions per week for up to 4 terms
Primary school : Year 1-7

e InSA, all children must be in school by their 6% birthday

e From 2022, Year 7 will be the first year of high school
Secondary/High school: Year 8-12

e Intheir final 2 years, students complete the South Australian

Certificate of Education (SACE)

Australian school based apprenticeships (ASBAs)

e Allow students to start working on apprenticeship or traineeship from
year 10.

Intensive English Language Centres (IELC) & New Arrivals
Program (NAP) centres
e A specialised support for students who arrived in Australia in the last 12

months to learn adequate level of English before joining mainstream
school.

e Newly arrived primary school students can enrol in an IELC, while those in
secondary school can enrol in a NAP centres
