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Intergenerational segment – The Holy Spirit helps us
Today we celebrate a time called Pentecost. One year, at Pentecost, the Holy Spirit, that’s God, came in a special way and made a big difference in the lives of people who believed in Jesus. The Holy Spirit can help us too. 

Ask four of the adults to sit or stand in different places around your space. Make sure the children know their names. 

Explain to the children that when you call out the name of one of the adults they must move to that adult. 
NOTE: If you have children in your group who are not mobile, ask them to point to the adult that you name, instead of moving to them.

Play several rounds, then say two of the names at the same time. Explain that the children cannot follow this instruction because they can only be in one place at a time.

How many places can you be in at one time? Just one! Jesus lived on Earth as a human, like us, so it wasn’t possible for him to be with everybody all the time. But, by the Spirit, Jesus is always inside us, helping us to do things God’s way and to live the way Jesus showed us to live.

Show the children a textbook.
Sometimes we can learn things from a book. Other times we learn things from our parents or teachers. The Holy Spirit teaches us everything we need to know to follow God, helps us to understand what we read in the Bible, and helps us to be obedient. 

God’s Holy Spirit lives in our hearts and he will always be with us. He will help us to be strong. He teaches us and guides us, and he reminds us of what we have said. The Holy Spirit lives in us to help us to live God’s way.
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
