This segment is an opportunity for all members of your church to learn and grow together.
To maximise impact:
· Choose volunteers/participants from different generations
· Ask everyone to participate in discussions
· Involve everyone in interactive activities
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Anzac biscuits 
[Leader to bring out a tray of Anzac biscuits covered with a tea towel.
Optional: leader to wear an apron and oven mitts.  
Leader to dramatically smell the biscuits.] 

“Mmmm  — I love the smell of freshly baked biscuits. Does anyone here like baking?”
[Allow time for responses]

“This week, we had Anzac Day, so I made some Anzac biscuits. Would you like to see?” 
[Allow time for responses, then reveal the biscuits] 

“I wonder if you know how Anzac biscuits got their name? When the ANZAC soldiers went away from their families to fight, it was very hard for them. I wonder if you’ve ever been away from home and felt homesick? It can feel horrible when you miss the people and places you love.

When the soldier’ families learned there was not a lot of food available for the soldiers, they baked Anzac biscuits to send them. These biscuits are special because they last a long time. When the soldiers ate them, they were still delicious. The people at home put a lot of thought and care into making these biscuits for their loved ones. When the ANZAC soldiers received the biscuits, they were reminded the people at home loved them and cared for them. When we see or eat an Anzac biscuit, we can thank God for the brave soldiers who gave up so much. And we can remember that even when we go through hard times, God is with us, caring for us.”
[Leader to hand the biscuits out to the children to take back to their seats]
 
Optional extra
Pair up with someone of a different age and share answers to one or more of these questions: 
[Put questions up on a screen]

· How do you think the soldiers felt when they received the Anzac biscuits? 
· When have you felt like God is with you, looking after you?
