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Intergenerational worship helps foster healthy faith communities and individual faith development. This segment is an opportunity for all members of your church to learn and grow together.
To maximise impact:
· Choose volunteers/participants from different generations
· Ask everyone to participate in discussions
· Involve everyone in interactive activities



OPTION ONE: Learning to Listen — Heads or Tails
You will need:
· List of questions

On the day:
· Today we are going to play a game of Ears or Noses! It’s a twist on the traditional Heads or Tails. I’m going to read out a list of questions. If you think the question is a ‘Listening to Learn Question’ put your hands on your ears. If you think the question is a ‘Listening to be Nosy Question’ put your hand on your nose.

Questions:
· What’s wrong with you?
· What subject was/is your favourite in school?
· Have you lost weight?
· What is something you could talk about for hours?
· What grades did you get in school?
· Is there a story in the Bible that you really connect with?
· Do you have any hobbies?
· Why do you sound different?
Add more questions to suit the needs 
of your congregation.

Verses
Psalm 116:1–2 (EASY)
“I love the Lord, because he heard me when I called to him. He listened carefully to me. When I need help, I will always pray to him, for as long as I live.”

Message
I’m going to read Psalm 116:1–2. I want you to try to picture what the verse is telling us as I read it. You might like to close your eyes. [Note: Read the Scripture slowly] It says, “I love the Lord, because he heard me when I called to him. He listened carefully to me. When I need help, I will always pray to him, for as long as I live.”
Can you picture God leaning in and listening closely as you talk to him?
God doesn’t speak and listen to us to be nosy. He listens to us because he loves us, he wants to know all about us, and he wants to help when we ask for it.
Sometimes, when we speak and listen to other people, we are just being nosy. When we do this, people can feel hurt and lonely. Instead, let’s try to think about how we can really listen to people. Let’s try to listen to get to know them better, to understand how they are feeling and to help them if they ask us for help. 


OPTION TWO — Creativity
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You will need:
· Tables set up around the room with different craft materials. E.g. Pop sticks, straw cleaners, cotton wool, etc.  

On the day:
Today we are going to be creative. On the tables around the room, you will see some craft supplies. You have five minutes to create something great with the materials you have.
[Allow enough time for everyone to create something.]
I’ve seen some great creations! What’s so amazing about this activity is that you were all given the same materials, but you created something different. 
[Read the verses]
Our differences help us see more of God’s creativity, generosity and love. How boring would the world be if we all looked the same, acted the same or thought the same! What if we danced or moved the same as everyone else? I think we would get bored quickly because we would know exactly what everyone else would do or say. Can you imagine seeing every person around you at different ages look like you. You would see exactly what you would look like as you got older! Or a constant reminder of what you looked like when you were younger! God has made people with disability incredibly unique, wonderful and different, he has made us all this way! There is such a richness brought to our lives because we are all different. 







Verses
