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Engagement ideas for Harmony Week:
· Hold a Harmony Week morning tea or corps picnic. Invite corps or team members to bring and share food that is culturally significant to them.
· Incorporate a ‘share your story’ or ‘get to know each other’ segment in your meeting, where corps or team members share about their own culture and ask others about theirs. If needed, you may like to use these conversation prompts.
· Encourage the children in your lives and spaces on their journey of understanding and acceptance. Work together on some of the craft activities found on harmony.gov.au or read a book such as:  
· Whoever You Are – Mem Fox (2015) Scholastic Australia  
· Different Like Me – Xochitl Dixon (2020) Our Daily Bread Publishing  
· A Rainbow of Friends – P.K. Hallinan (2005) Worthy Kids  

· Attend a local, external community Harmony Week event. 
· Host a Harmony Week-themed team meeting or an International Sunday for your faith community.
· Build relationships with other churches or groups — reach out to congregations who share the same building or churches who have their own worship space nearby. You could hold a special service together, a shared social activity, or even offer your space for a Harmony Week-themed local community event.
· Faith communities can look at sponsoring a refugee family through the New Beginnings Project. 
· Host a Multicultural Family Day event.
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
