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Intergenerational worship helps foster healthy faith communities and individual faith development. This segment is an opportunity for all members of your church to learn and grow together. 
To maximise impact:
Choose volunteers/participants from different generations
Ask everyone to participate in discussions
Involve everyone in interactive activities


Option One: Power Up!
Low Prep Option
You will need:
· Access to a computer (or two), projected so the congregation can see
· https://www.smbgames.be/ – Original Super Mario Bros game 
· Two volunteers (one older and one younger)
Activity:
· Have your two volunteers play Super Mario Bros. Have the older volunteer play first and the younger play second (if you can’t play and display it at the same time). 
High Prep Option
You will need:
· Obstacles e.g. Chair, soft play equipment
· Soft balls (x10)
· Before the service, ask a parent and child to participate and make sure they understand what they will need to do. 


Activity:
· Recreate Super Mario Bros original game where the player gets ‘Power Ups’ to complete the game. 
· The child must complete the obstacle course by jumping over things while avoiding soft balls rolling towards them. To get a Power Up they must jump up on a chair. Once the Power Up is activated, the adult then lifts them over the balls that are rolling towards them.
On the day
That was so fun watching the game play out! It was pretty cool seeing the players get ‘powered up’ to pretty much have superpowers!
In the Bible, in Acts 1:8, Jesus says some words to the people who follow him. He says,
“But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.”[footnoteRef:1] [1:  NIV] 

[Keep the words displayed on the screen.]
Part of what Jesus says here might sound a bit scary. He says that we will be his witnesses, telling people all over the world about Jesus – in places like Jerusalem, Judea, Samaria and to the ends of the Earth!
I wonder how you feel about telling people about Jesus. Sometimes we might feel like we are not a good enough speaker or we are not confident enough or we are too young or old! But I want us to pay attention to that first thing Jesus says, “You will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you”. 
The game got a little easier when we got a Power Up, right? 
In a similar way, God gives us the Holy Spirit. He gives us power to help us. The Holy Spirit is our helper. Just like in the game where Mario got a helper to complete his mission [OR the player got a helper to complete the obstacle course], the Holy Spirit is our helper in life, and he gives us the power to share about who Jesus is and all he has done. 
Jesus has given us the Holy Spirit to help us. Let’s pray.
Prayer
Thank you, Jesus, that you have given us the Holy Spirit to help us tell people everywhere about you. Please guide us and use us, Amen.
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Option Two: We Are Witnesses
Low Prep Option
You will need:
· A soft ball or beanbag
On the day
Today we are going to do this activity together. I am going to underarm throw this soft ball (or bean bag) around the room. When someone catches it, say one thing that Jesus wants us to do in the world. These can be things like, “help people”, “be generous” or “tell people about Jesus”. Once you share an answer, softly underarm throw the ball (or beanbag) to the next person, and then they’ll share an answer too.

When the congregation seems to be running out of ideas, ask for the ball (or beanbag) to be thrown back to you.
Before Jesus returned to Heaven, he said these words to his disciples:

“Again Jesus said, ‘Peace be with you! As the Father has sent me, I am sending you.’ And with that he breathed on them and said, ‘Receive the Holy Spirit’” (John 20:21-22, NIV).
Jesus was sending the disciples into the world to carry on the work he had been doing on Earth, to do all the things we’ve shouted out today, and more. 
If you’re a follower of Jesus, he has sent you to do these things too! Does anyone find that difficult or scary sometimes? Well, the good news is that we don’t have to do it in our own strength! Jesus gives us the Holy Spirit to fill us and help us.
Prayer
Thank you, Jesus, that you have given us the Holy Spirit to help us tell people everywhere about you. Please guide us and use us, Amen.
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
