
A present is wrapped in many layers of paper. The children sit in a circle. Play some music and ask 
the children to pass the parcel around the circle.  

 
Stop the music. The child holding the parcel unwraps just one layer of paper. Start the music again 
and the children must pass the parcel around the circle again. Watch where you stop the music; 
make sure each child can have a turn. The game continues until the parcel has been completely 

unwrapped and the winner gets the prize in the middle. 
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
